PEACE PILLOWS

Thank you for helping the children of Bosnia! 
This year's Bosnia sewing project is a round pillow with the peace symbol stitched on it in ribbon.

Materials needed:  

Non-stretchy fabric – 1 yd of 42” fabric will make 15 pillows

14” of 3/8” - ½” wide woven ribbon per pillow (could also use hem tape or bias binding)

Polyester fiberfill

Pinking shears

 Directions:
1.  Cut 2   7” circles of fabric.  I used a small paper plate trimmed to size as a guide.  Thinking of the circle as a clock face, mark 12:00, 6:00, 4:30, and 7:30 on your guide.  Place 4 small dots on fabric at these spots and at center.
2.  Cut 2    7” lengths of ribbon.  Fold one in half.
3.  On the right side of one circle, pin one end of the folded ribbon at 4:30 and the other at 7:30, with the fold in the center of the circle.  Pin the other piece of ribbon down the middle from 12:00 to 6:00.  Beginning at 12:00, sew down the right side of the ribbon to the center, then out to 4:30.  Sew along the edge of the circle for the width of the ribbon and back up the other side to the center.  Continue in this way to stitch along both sides of each ‘leg’ until you get back to 12:00.
4.   With wrong sides facing, sew the 2 circles together using a ½” seam allowance and leaving an opening for stuffing between 7:30 and 6:00. 

5.  Stuff with fiberfill until plump and cuddly but not stiff or hard.  Stitch opening closed. 

6.  With pinking shears, trim 1/4" from edge all around the circle. (Note:  you may cut out the circles using pinking shears, but the finished pillow will not look as nice since the notches won’t line up after sewing)
Please consider applying to your local Thrivent chapter for funds if you purchase any materials.  It comes under “Care in Communities.”  It is a work project.
